Saint-Germain Abbey
Archaeological Museum
The restored monastic buildings house
the town of Auxerre�s collections, while
the 17th century dormitories accommo-
date the prehistoric and gallo-roman
archaeological collections and four new
rooms around the cloister present the
medieval collections.

Saint-Etienne Cathedral
The cathedral is a real model of elegance
and gothic style, situated in the centre,
dating from the 13th century. One of its
particularities is the only tour of the
monument. The cathedral is adorned
with remarkable bas relief on its doorway.

The stained glass windows in the choir
and transept endow the inside with a
particular tonality and are some of the
most beautifully preserved in France.
Finally, you cannot leave the cathedral
without visiting the crypts with the
famous unusual mural of Christ on
horseback and the treasure where
you have jewels, paintings like
La dØposition de croix of Luca Penni.

Walks : the Auxerre region on foot
Several long distance foot paths
(Grande RandonnØe-GR) and long
distance country footpaths (Grande
randonnØe de pays-GRP) cross the
Auxerre region such as the GR13, the
GR213 and the GRP Restif de la
Bretonne. The itineraries are described
in the topoguides published by the FFRP.

Walkers associations also offer simpler
topoguides to discover the region from
walking footpaths and short distance
footpaths.

The 20 communes that form the
CommunautØ de l�Auxerrois have also
set up 20 walking circuits, each of an
average of 10 km. These paths can
be followed on foot, horseback or
hybrid bike and are inter-connected.
It is therefore possible to tour the
whole of Auxerre on foot, passing
through typical scenery: wines, cherries,
cereal fields, open fields, not to mention
all the small villages...
